
BASIC CO-OPERATION AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

THE REPUBLIC OF NAMIBIA

THE GRAND DUCHY OF LUXEMBOURG

'The Republic of Namibia and the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg (hereafter refelTedto as
''the Parties");

considering the friendly relations existing between the Republic of Namibia and the
Grand Duchy of Luxembourg;

reaffirmingtheir attachment to the principles of the Charter of the United Nations, to the
l1llesof the internationallaw, to the democraticvalues, to the respect of Human Rights
and stressing the imponance of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, of the
Vienna Declarationand of the actionplan of the Conferenceon HumanRights in 1993;

recalling the importance that they attach to the respect of the declarations and to the
implementation of the action plans of the following intemational conferences: Rio
(1992), Cairo (1994), Beijing (1995), Copenhagen (1995), Rome (1996), MontelTey
(2002), Johannesburg(2002);

underlining the importance that they attach to the United Nations' Millennium
Declaration;

recognising their commitment to the protection of the environment aumng at a
sustainabledevelopment;

taking into account the need to strengthenthe role of women as an essential element in
the developmentprocess;

whereas the fight againstpoverty is one of the essentialaims of their co-operation;

resolved to maintain and develop the friendlyrelations existing between the Republic of
Namibia and the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg and to define the general fi:ameworkof
their developmentco-operation;
